Approval of Minutes

The minutes from the October 2009 meeting were read and approved.
Treasurer’s Report

1. Balance Sheet

a. In behalf of the Treasurer, Guia Yin presented the Treasurer’s report. She advised that the amount lodged under Inventory in the Balance Sheet need to be adjusted to $665.39 ($1,137.02 less 471.63).

2. Income Statement

a. Ms. Yin reported that we made $185 from Rubio’s family night and $144 from John’s Incredible Pizza family night. It was suggested to improve flyers for succeeding fundraising events like family night dinners so parents will know more about the event locations and what they offer.

b. We collected $800 more in membership dues, for a total of $21,872 to date, still short of the budget of $24,000.

c. Run for the Money raised $21,230.52. So far the following are the related expenses: $559 for the customized water bottles, $350 for bowling, and $500 for magic show.

d. We collected an additional $120 in birthday book club fees and spent $120 for repair of marquee.

3. It was agreed that assemblies will be kept at 6 for next year, with cost at $6,500.

4. Mrs. Regius advised of a defective tape recorder. Ms. Ross advised that repair cost will be shouldered by the school budget. 

5. Mrs. Regius made an appeal to utilize the technology budget to buy 3 TVs to replace defective units in rooms of Mrs. Song, Ms. Saworotnow and Mrs. Anderson. The board suggested that Mrs. Ross first check the district’s direction with regards technology so we will know if it is better to purchase laptop/ELMOs and screens instead of the TVs.

6. To fund any additional wishlist items this year, we would have to determine if there is any amount remaining from last year’s budget for projects after determining actual cost of the following items: purchase of ELMOs and tables for ELMOs, track and field, lunch table cover, and benches. Cindi Yanney suggested that this be zeroed out already so we don’t keep on rolling over the amount to succeeding years.

a. It was reported that we made $997 in tickets to Halloween event and spent $375 for story teller.

2. Parent/Child Dinners – We will have Father-Daughter and Mother-Son activities this year. Special events to give update next meeting.

4. Fresh N Easy Fundraising – Liz Sue advised that we still have until Dec. 31 to submit receipts at the office to get percentage of sales from Fresh N Easy.
